Leak Test, Cleaning of Tubes & Burners:

An important safety protocol. 1t's recommended you do this at
least once a year. For this one, you'll need to get out your BBQ
manual and see your manufacturers instructions.

e Clean the ignitor and dials gently with a bristle brush, checking
for cracks, imperfections.

¢ Clean the cooking grids. This is done after each and every meal
is prepared. Clean with a stiff, long handled brush. You can use
a gentle detergent, but never use oven cleaner. To avoid rust,
coat the cleaned surface with a thin layer of vegetable oil.

e Cleaning the surfaces: for the burner top or inner shelves: a
mild detergent with a soft cloth works well. For best results
wipe surfaces after each use.
